I pledge to uphold the Objects of Kiwanis International,

to provide service to my community, to extend the opportunity of membership to all persons of goodwill, and to dedicate myself to serving the children of the world. 

Be it further resolved that this become the official Pledge of Kiwanis International, to be recited at all club, district, and International meetings.

In 2006 at the I-I Convention the “last line of the Kiwanis Flag Salute was changed because of a resolution presented by the Kiwanis Club of Lombard.  The Flag Salute is unique to the I-I District.
